School texts or notes of 
ANY KIND (Except 
approved material for 
certain exams) 

Listen to all

Wait until you are told 
to open the 
examination booklet 

Bring an HB pencil, a 
pen, an eraser and an 
approved calculator, 
(without a lid/case.) 
Put pens/pencils in a 
clear bag 

 Stay in the exam room 
for one hour after the 
official start. 
 

Bring a water bottle 
and snacks if you 
need (all containers 
are subject to 
inspection by a 
supervisor) 

 Not empty your locker 
before the completion 
of all of your exams. 
Keep your lock for next 
school year (to avoid 
having to purchase 
another one).
